Teaching of languages, particularly Indian languages, needs to be revolutionized in order
to give an impetus to Indian Languages. This requires intense interaction with the
methodologies, tools and techniques of teaching, deployed in the teaching of various
languages, including foreign languages. This will make Marathi potentially viable as a
second, third or foreign language. Marathi and German are both Indo European Languages
with similar language structures, so teaching methodology can be similar.
