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Another thing that struck me while reading Exam Warriors is that it doesn’t just talk
about how to tackle exams but also guides children to be thankful to parents, do
regular exercise, the consequences of cheating in exams, the importance of travelling
and exploring, and how crucial it is to revise, amongst many other such character
building lessons. Since the chapters are short, the content is to the point, non-preachy
and in a friendly tone. Setacross 25 chapters, the book ends with some yogasanas and
letters to parents & teachers. These letters are as important as the chapters because

parents & teachers are the ones who guide children at every step. The yogasanas are’
accompanied with illustrations where it was refreshing to see both boys and girls
