are the building blocks of molecules, which when combined, make up everything.

From the smallest one-celled amoeba to every person who has ever lived, and even
to the largest and brightest stars in the sky, atoms are everywhere. Even way back
in the time of ancient Greece, they wondered about atoms. That's where the word
comes from, ancient Greece.The word Atoms, when translated into English means

very recently no one could say one way or another. Technically we can't see individual
atoms since there are no microscopes powerful enough.
